1. In this study, participants were asked to learn a difficult motor task, and were given shocks whenever they made an error.  They received either low- or high-level shocks.  Also, they were introduced to the experimenter's assistant who would be delivering the shocks either as a paid assistant, or as a volunteer who was helping the researcher.  Each subject actually received the same feedback about the number and timing of their errors.  Afterward, the researcher completed a post-experimental interview that included the DV -- a rating of participant’s liking of the assistant -- higher scores indicate better liking of the assistant.
RH:#1 I expect that shock intensity will not matter when the assistant is paid, but low intensity shocks will produce higher liking 
ratings for volunteer assistants.

RH:#2 Paid assistants will get higher ratings than will volunteer assistants.

RH:#3  Those who get low intensity shocks will give higher ratings than will those who get high intensity shocks.
